English for Tourism Group Programme
4 – 29 July 2016
PROPOSED COURSE 
The objectives of the course are to increase participants’ confidence in using English and develop communicative ability in a professional Tourism context. 

All participants will receive a Certificate of Study on completion of the course. 

Course objectives 
 To increase participants’ confidence in using English and develop communicative ability, including the four skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing 

 To develop participants’ range of grammatical and lexical awareness 

 To increase participants’ ability to communicate effectively in a professional tourism context 

 To increase participants’ awareness of Scottish and British culture 

Course content 
General English 
The General English sessions will be integrated throughout the course and are designed to increase participants’ confidence in using English in a range of both every day and classroom situations. Communicative skills will be developed, vocabulary extended and grammar activated using a variety of up-to-date course book and authentic materials. 

English for Tourism 
These sessions will focus on communicating effectively in a range of situations common in the tourism industry. Participants will increase their range of sector specific vocabulary and participate in a number of authentic tasks and role plays to prepare them for the workplace. Each week will focus on a different area of the tourism industry. Topics are suggested in the sample timetable below but these can be changed depending on the needs of the participants. 

Project work 
These sessions will focus on the culture of the UK and be linked to the social programme of the course. Participants will increase their knowledge of culture and popular tourist destinations in the UK. They will also complete presentations related to the tourist sites they visit during the social programme which will encourage them to evaluate tourist destinations and suggest how services and visits could be improved.

 4 evening activities 

 3 full-day Saturday trips
